St. Patrick in a Nutshell  
St. Patrick, the patron saint of Ireland, was born in Wales about AD 385. His given 
name was Maewyn. He considered himself a pagan until age 16, when he was sold 
into slavery by Irish marauders. During his six years as a slave he became closer to 
God. He escaped to Gaul, studied under St. Germain, and became aware of a 
calling to convert pagans to Christianity.  
He felt especially called to Ireland, to convert the natives. He was appointed bishop to Ireland, 
and was quite successful at winning converts, a fact which upset the Celtic Druids. Despite 
being arrested, and escaping, several times, he established schools, churches and 
monasteries which aided the conversion of the Irish to Christianity. His mission lasted thirty 
years, then he retired to County Down. He died March 17, 461, now commemorated as St. 
Patrick's Day. Originally a Catholic holy day, it has become increasingly secular. 
Much folklore surrounds St. Patrick. He is said to have preached a sermon from a hilltop that 
drove the snakes from Ireland. Snakes were never in Ireland, so this as a metaphor for the 
conversion of the pagans.  
The shamrock icon comes from a more bona fide Irish tale that Patrick used the three-leafed 
plant to explain the Trinity, showing how the Father, the Son, and the Holy Spirit could all exist 
as separate elements of the same entity.  
St. Patrick's Day came to Boston, America, in 1737.  Today, we celebrate with parades and 
wearing green.  St. Patrick's Day occurs just before the start of spring, and is, in a sense, the 
first green of spring. 
Let’s not just wear green on St. Patrick’s Day; let’s wear shamrocks, and tell someone about 
our God, and the wonderful gifts of Father, Son and Holy Spirit that grace our existence.
